The 2009 House and Senate legislative sessions were disappointing to MHOA,

AMHO, our LAT, all manufactured home residents in Washington State and all agen-

cies that advocate for our cause. The legislature was clearly more interested and

involved in the Statefs suggested $9 billion budg
proposed but none passed on made it out of committee.

1. Three year notice of closure  fi current law gives homeowners 12 months.

2. RCW59.20 i Ambiguities and grey language issues in the Manufactured/Mobile
Home Landlord Tenant law.

3. Notice provision as an addition to HB1621 fi when a park owner decides to sell a
park or the park might sell, the tenants would be notified so they can make a
legitimate offer to purchase the community (not a right of first refusal).

4. Voluntary commitment to maintain communities for at least 10 years fi an attempt
to encourage a voluntary opportunity for owners which would exempt them from
paying property taxes if they promised to maintain their manufactured housing
community for at least 10 years.

The LAT Planning Committee is currently reviewing our plans for legislation for 2010.
We will keep trying.

We continue to gather statistics and information to support two bills we hope to
drop next January, 2010, Manager Certification and Rent Justification. If you have
not yet done so, please visit our website at www.mhoa.net, download and print the
Rent Questionnaire, fill it out and mail to the MHOA office.

We encourage all Manufactured Home Parks to organize and sponsor legislative fo-
rums to discuss our legislative efforts with your local senators and representatives,
mayors, and city and county council members.

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President s Message

MHOA continues to add new members each month. Unfortunately, statistics for 2008 and 2009
year-to-date show a substantial number of our membership renewal applications are not being
returned. There are a number of reasons why some of our long time members are not renewing:
1. death or incapacity, 2. sale of their home, 3. complacency, 4. a lack of understanding of the
value MHOA brings to each manufactured home resident, and 5. the ongoing closure of parks

throughout the state. Over 21 parks in the State are now listed on the internet proposed to be
closed in 2009-2010 .

MHOA officers continue to work with and
Senior Lobby, Factory Assembled Structures, the new Landlord/Tenant Coalition, and many
other boards and agencies. Our state MHOA Officers, District Directors, current Chapter
Presidents and Trustees work diligently to visit parks and pass along information about MHOA
and help address problems with managers and/or owners. Many residents in parks are senior
citizens or low income residents. An annual fee of $24 to join MHOA seems to be a burden for
residents but the value of joining MHOA far out weighs this nominal cost.

There were over 560 residents, homeless, invitees, and members of MHOA and AMHO present
in Olympia February 24th at Housing and Homelessness Advocacy 2008. MHOA contributed
$100 to the Washington Low Income Alliance to help support registration for this event.

MHOA also helped support residents of Golden Valley MHP in Buckley in the recruitment of
new members and the establishment of a new MHOA Chapter. Welcome to all these wonderful

suppo

fol ks. We have sponsored fibrainstormingo mee

to better market MHOA and serve our residents better.

We also approved revised By-Laws and Standing Rules at our May 9 annual meeting, elected
officers for a new two year term, 2009-2011, started working on the audit of our 2008-2009 fis-
cal year budget versus actual, and are working on the new budget for fiscal year 2009-2010.
We are reducing expenses by e-mailing membership renewals and the MHL Newsletter to resi-
dents with an e-mail address. We also cancelled a lease on one of the office computers and
completed a buyout of this unit, saving MHOA money. In my first year as your State Presi-
dent, I made 27 visits to parks.

Please help MHOA grow stronger, talk to your neighbors, convince them to join MHOA. If

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Resident Tips

Brushing up on Paintd Few things add new life to a home as dramatically as fresh paint.
Proper preparation is the secret to a successful paint job. Before you start:

. Turn of the electrical power to the room yol
switches and outlets.

2. Remove window hardware, such as sash locks and handles.

3. Cover wall lighting fixtures to protect them, or, better yet, remove them.

4. Remove doorknobs and strike plates.

5. Protect furniture from splatter with a plastic drop cloth, or remove from the room.
6. Protect the floor with a cloth or plastic drop cloth.

7. Patch holes with a putty knife, allow the wall patch to dry overnight, sand patched areas
using fine-grit sandpaper (150 to 200 grit).

8. Close all doors and vents to prevent sanding dust from spreading.

9. Wash the walls using TSP, rinse walls with clean water and sponge. Protect molding and
windowsills with painterés tape.

10. Use a primer before the final color coat. Use a sealer like Z-Lac to cover crayon marks or
mold spots.

Flat paint has the dullest sheen or shine, best used in low-activity areas, such as hallways, liv-

ing and dining rooms, bedrooms and on ceilings. Eggshell (sometimes called satin) has a bit

more shine, it wor k sglossypaihthas niom shikeiand & greatifoo 0 ms . Se
kitchens and bathrooms where moisture and cleanup are major considerations. Gloss paint is

just thatd glossy. Best used on cabinet doors or trim.

Grave Robbery I Scammers today troll through obituaries for names and addresses of those
who have recently passed away. They then buy Social Security numbers and credits histories of
the recently departed for as little as $15 on the Internet.

They then sell that information or use it to open up new credit cards. When the deadbeats de-

fault on purchases made on these cards or wund
pear on the credit history of the deceased. So T what should you do when a loved one passes

away and you are the executor, personal representative or helpful friend.

Donét include details such as the day and
dresses, in obituaries (aside from prev
thieves to visit the house, knowing it may be vacant).

Mail a copy of the death certificate to all three credit-reporting bureaus 1T Equifax, Ex-
perian and Trans Union and ask them to

Mail a copy of the death certificate to all credit card issuers of the deceased and ask
them to cancel the account.

Contact your state DMV to cancel the drive

A few weeks after taking these measures, run a credit report on the deceased to ensure there is
no suspicious activity. You can get a free report from each bureau at
www.annualcreditreport.com (note i this might cost $10-15 but it still would be well worth the
expense.

Do Not give your bank account numbers or social security numbers TOANYONE OVER THE TELEPHONE,
REGARDLESS OF WHO THEY SAY THEY ARE, or whether or not they say they are calling on behalf of a
local or national charity, or a bank. When in doubt, ask for the agency, bank or other name, the name of the person
calling, their address and phone number. Compare this number with the Yellow Pages or Information Directory.
Or better still, visit the suspected agency, bank or other entity in person. If in doubt, call a friend or relative to
help.
