FORECLOSED PROPERTIES 

 

President Obama has signed new pro-

tections for tenants living in foreclosed 

properties into law.  The law requires a 

90-day notice before a renter in a fore-

closed property can be evicted.  If a ten-

ant is still under a lease, they are al-

lowed to stay until the end of their lease 

term, unless the new owner plans to live 

in the property (then they would still 

have a 90-day notice to vacate).  This 

new law will expire at the end of 2012. 

 

This federal law is similar to a state 

measure SB5810, which was recently 

signed by Governor Gregoire. 

 

These protections will prevent short-

term homelessness and ensure housing 

stability. 

 

Washington State Low Income Alliance 
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Legislative Action Team Participants and MHOA members 

The 2009 House and Senate legislative sessions were disappointing to MHOA and our 

LAT participants, all manufactured home residents in Washington State, and all 

agencies that advocate for our cause.  We had several bills proposed but none 

passed on made it out of committee.  

 

1.  Three year notice of closure ñcurrent law gives homeowners 12 months.  

2.  RCW59.20 ñAmbiguities and grey language issues in the Manufactured/Mobile 

Home Landlord Tenant law.  

3.  Notice provision as an addition to HB1621 ñwhen a park owner decides to sell a 

park or the park might sell, the tenants would be notified so they can make a 

legitimate offer to purchase the community (not a right of first refusal).  

4.  Voluntary commitment to maintain communities for at least 10 years ñan attempt 

to encourage a voluntary opportunity for owners which would exempt them from 

paying property taxes if they promised to maintain their manufactured housing 

community for at least 10 years.  

 

The LAT is currently reviewing our plans for legislation for 2010.    Potential legis-

lation òmayó include: 

 

1.  Two year notice of closure  

2.  RCW59.20 ñclarification and strengthening of language  

3.  Rent Justification  

 

We encourage all Manufactured Home Parks to organize and sponsor legislative fo-

rums to discuss our legislative efforts and your concerns with your local senators and 

representatives, mayors, and city and county council members.  We will especially 

need your support and contact with legislators if we proceed with Rent Justification.  

There are currently laws on the books that prevent cities and counties on enacting 

any kind of control on rents in commercial property.  

  

We are grateful for your aggressive support these past years from all MHP resi-

dents who support the LAT and MHOA and our efforts in Olympia and hope you will 

be there again this coming year. Thank you.  

  

The Legislative Action Team is members like you in the 49 Legislative Districts in 

the State of Washington -  Together we can make a Difference.  
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Presidentõs Message 

MHOA continues to add new members each month.  Unfortunately, statistics for 2008 and 2009 

year-to-date show a substantial number of our membership renewal applications are not being 

returned.  There are a number of reasons why some of our long time members are not renewing:  

1. death or incapacity, 2. sale of their home, 3. complacency, 4. a lack of understanding of the 

value MHOA brings to each manufactured home resident, and 5. the ongoing closure of parks 

throughout the state.  Over 21 parks in the State are now listed on the internet proposed to be 

closed in 2009-2010, 89 parks have been closed in the past few years. 

 

MHOA officers continue to work with and support the AGôs Standing Committee, the LAT, 

Senior Lobby, Factory Assembled Structures, the new Landlord/Tenant Coalition, and many 

other boards and agencies.   Our State President, Vice President and two of our District Direc-

tors are working diligently in visiting parks and passing along information about MHOA and 

helping to address problems with managers and/or owners.  Many residents in parks are senior 

citizens or low income residents.  An annual fee of $24 to join MHOA seems to be a burden for 

residents but the value of joining MHOA far out weighs this nominal cost. 

 

We have sponsored two ñbrainstormingò meetings this year to come up with ideas about how to 

better market MHOA and serve our residents better with another meeting to be held in Novem-

ber.  Please call or e-mail me with your ideas or if you would like to attend. 

 

We approved revised By-Laws and Standing Rules at our May 9 annual meeting and elected 

state officers for a new two year term, 2009-2011.  We are working on the audit of our 2008-

2009 fiscal year budget versus actual and refining our 2009-2010 fiscal year budget.  We are 

actively soliciting additional ads for the MHL Newsletter and hope to be able to start publishing 

this important member communication tool six times per year.  Since elected your state presi-

dent I have personally visited and made presentations to 39 parks throughout the state. 

 

Please talk to your neighbors, convince them to join MHOA.  If your fellow residents need in-

formation about MHOA, refer them to our website at www.mhoa.net, or have them e-mail us at 

mhoa2002@donbobi.net or call our office at (360) 373-2436.  Call us if you want us to come 

visit your park and make a presentation. 

 

MHOA officers, district directors, committee chairs, and our office administrative assistant vol-

unteers put hours and hours in the MHOA office and in the field, all with no salary.  Calls or e-

mails come in daily on issues and concerns on maintenance; ever increasing rents; problems 

with managers and owners; pets; standing water; trees; discrimination in the enforcement of 

rules and regulations; unauthorized entry; evictions; censorship; and a host of other problems. 

 

In 2008 we sent a  MHOA Alert e-mail reminder asking for each chapter or HOA to update 

their list of officers (ONLY A FEW PARKS HAVE RESPONDED.  Each MHOA Chapter is 

required to hold an annual election of officers per their by-laws and report their newly elected 

slate of officers to our office. Please call or e-mail us with your current officer list.

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  SUCESS STORIES  

1. Lynnwoodðin April 2008, the first two of a total of twenty complaints 

came from a large senior park in Lynnwood.  Complaints were based on 

improper notice for a rent increase and the subsequent Notices to Pay or 

Vacate received by residents.  Working with an attorney, the HOA was 

able to successfully negotiate:  a.  new on-site management, b. proper 

rent increase notices, and c. new leases for residents. 

2. Out of compliance with rulesða resident was notified that she was not 

maintaining her leased lot.  The owner had sent the resident numerous 

notices to comply but did not want to pursue eviction.  A plan was nego-

tiated whereby the resident would complete the portion of the work that 

she could do herself and the owner would maintain the remainder which 

would then be charged to the resident at a fair rate (noteðthere are a 

number of social service agencies, Boys and Girls Scouts, local area 

churches and Habitat for Humanity organizations that can help seniors 

and disabled residents take care of their lots. 

3. Treesðat least one owner recognized their responsibility to maintain 

trees in a common area that threatened a residentôs home (noteðthis is 

something the LL/TT Coalition is working on). 

4. Septic system-a resident complaint about the health and safety of her 

children due to her septic system backing up and flowing into her home.  

The Health Dept. required the resident to vacate the home.  The owner 

was compelled to address the problem and effect repairs. 

5. Unlawful entry-a resident complained the park manager was entering her 

lot without notice and looking into her window.  The manager was edu-

cated into the rights of privacy.  When a second resident complained of 

the same issue, the owner agreed to hire a new manager. 

6. Leaky shed-a resident complained about the need to fix a leaky roof on a 

park-owned shed.  The owner was convinced to repair the leaky roof. 

7. Dogs-a resident complained about a change in park rules which required 

her to get rid of her two dogs that no longer met the size requirement.  

Through negotiation, the owner agreed the resident could keep her two 

dogs for the remainder of their lifetime.

    EXERCISE  
 

Walking is a great way to exercise without over exerting your body, obtain a health-

ier heart and meet your fellow park neighbors.  All you need is a pair of comfortable 

walking shoes.  Walking protects your heart by raising HDL, the good cholesterol, 

reduces the risk of colon cancer and keeping weight down.  Donôt try to do too much 

too fast and always consult with your physician prior to starting any new health care 

regime.  Walking helps with stronger muscles, better balance, less falls, better blood 

circulation and less injuries or fractures. 

 

When the weather is nice, organize several of your neighbors to get together and 

walk your park.  What a great way to socialize and talk to your neighbors about the 

benefits of joining MHOA!  If the weather is bad, visit your local shopping mall.  

Many enclosed malls encourage early morning walkers (they know you will shop 

later or stop for coffee or juice). 
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Selling your home and moving into or out of a park? 

1. Call a moving company, check references, make sure they have insurance 

2. Collect empty boxes, packing tape and markers 

3. Clean out unwanted items 

4. Have a garage sale 

5. Donate items to charity 

6. Clean your home, especially under refrigerators, stoves, washers and dryers. 

7. Call the phone company, electric company, gas company, cable/satellite service, internet 

provider, post office, Department of Motor Vehicles, life insurance company, car insur-

ance company, health insurance provider, doctors and dentists, credit card companies, 

newspaper/magazines, your bank, the IRS, your relatives, your attorney, your church, park 

management, Social Security, your pension provider, and the MHOA office. 

8. Make an inventory of your furniture and personal property, make a video or take pictures 

of all the rooms and items in your home, garage or workshop. 

9. Take it slow, donôt try to move all at once, donôt overdo the moving, take frequent breaks, 

donôt try to move heavy items and furniture by yourself. 

10. Reduce your junk mailðevery time you enter a contest, make a donation, order a product 

by mail, subscribe to a magazine, or send in a warranty card, your name and address may 

be placed on a mailing list.  This list may be rented, sold or traded.  When you move, use 

this as an opportunity to reduce your junk mail.  If you do any of the above, send along a 

note requesting the company not provide your information to anyone else.  Remove your 

name from several national mailing lists at the Direct Marketing Associationôs Mail Pref-

erence Service, visit www.dmaconsumers.org.  For catalogue-generated listsðsend your 

full name (including middle initial) and address in an e-mail to optout@abacus-us.com.

MHOA Means Helping One Another 
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Minutes of MHOA Annual Meeting 
July 11, 2009 

(Edited for Publication in MHL) 

 
President Bob Burton called the meeting to order at 10:00 AM, followed by the Pledge of allegiance. 

 

Bob described the various information and brochures on the table for residents to pick up and take home. 

 

In the absence of the Secretary, Bob read the minutes of the May 9, 2009 Annual MHOA meeting held at Rio 

Verde in Auburn.  The minutes were approved as read. 

 

In the absence of the Treasurer, Bob commented on the budgeted income and expenses for Fiscal year 2009-2010 

and the difficulty MHOA was having in coming up with the final budget.  It was pointed out the MHOA was in 

violation of its own By-Laws by not having the final budget prepared by the May 9, 2009 Annual meeting.  Bob 

acknowledged the problem.  The preliminary budget was reviewed and approved at the May meeting. 

 

John Landis gave a report on legislative efforts in 2009.  None of the eight bills (four in the house, four in the sen-

ate) were passed.  Reasons were that new legislators were not familiar with concerns from our residents, strong 

opposition from the owners, new committees hearing bills, and the LAT felt we took on to much proposed legisla-

tion in 2009.  Attendees were encouraged to contact their legislators, call town meetings, and communicate with 

their local area senators and representatives.  The question was raised about if the recent Census would provide 

details about people living in manufactured home parks.  John will follow up on this question. 

 

The LAT is working on several proposed bills for the 2010 session:  1. A bill to provide for a two year notice of 

park closure, 2. A bill on proposed changes on language on 59.20, 3. A bill on Rent Justification.  The LAT will 

also be supporting the AGôs efforts under 59.30.  A proposed bill on Manager Certification is under review. 

 

Bob gave his Presidentôs report.  In the last 14 months he has made 37 visits to parks throughout the state.  He re-

ported on a success story from the AGôs office under 59.30 (in that the AG fined an owner $600 for failure to 

maintain a residentôs carport and shed), two days after receiving the fine, the owner fixed the carport and shed.  

Bob also reported on the decline in membership over the last two years. Despite signing up new members, old 

members are not renewing, thus our membership continues to decline.  Bob presented MHOAôs new t-shirt and 

sweat shirts for sale on the back table.  Dick Learn at Golden Valley MHP (MHOAôs newest chapter) was instru-

mental in setting up our new t-shirt and sweat shirt program.  We sold $169 in t-shirts and sweat shirts. These 

items will be for sale at future Board Meetings and Park visits. 

 

Judith White presented brochures and discussed the Senior Lobby.  Kathleen Goertz and several others spoke on 

ideas on how to recruit new members.  Dave Freeland and Bob Giger spoke on water problems and flooding in 

their respective parks.  A resident of Lakeway inquired about rulings on carports and sheds.  Residents were en-

couraged to attend the annual MHOAA Convention in Seattle on September 11th and 12th.  Judith and Bob encour-

aged all in attendance to continue to present problems in parks to MHOA and the LAT.  Bob, Ken Newton and 

Dave Freeland discussed recent censorship problems by management on bulletin boards and resident information 

placed in clubhouses their respective parks. 

 

The meeting was adjourned at 2:25 PM

4. Manufactured homes-In 2007, the average manufactured home with 1,595 sq. ft. cost 

$65,1000 or $40.82 per sq. ft. to build.  The average site-built home itself with 2,479 sq. ft. 

cost $229,332 or $92.51 per sq. ft. to build.  17 million Americans live in manufactured 

housing, making up 7% of the nationôs housing stock.  Manufactured housing represents 

nearly 11% of housing for families living at 150% or less of the poverty level-5 and is the 

largest source of unsubsidized affordable housing in the nation.   DO YOU UNDER-

STAND WHY IT IS IMPORTANT YOU TALK TO YOUR LOCAL SENATOR OR 

REPRESENTATIVE ABOUT YOUR RIGHTS AND ISSUES? 

5. Senior benefits ïThere is an online service called ñBenefitsCheckUpò at 

www.benefitscheckup.org, that identifies benefits open to people 55 and older (a serive of 

the National Council of Aging).  Its website covers more than 1,150 public and private 

programs that help with health care, utility costs, and other essential needs.  Visitors to the 

site can fill out a confidential questionnaire and get a personalized report listing programs 

for which they may qualify. 

6. Park owner selling homes-The law says anyone selling 2 or more manufactured homes in 

one year must have a ñdealerôs licenseò.  You can call the Dept. of Licensing to confirm a 

park owner selling units has paid the excise taxes or sales taxes on units.  An owner must 

complete a title transfer within 30 days of when the unit is paid for. 

7. Kitsap County-Central Kitsap Fire and Rescue installs free 10-year lithium battery smoke 

alarms in the homes of low-income families where either young children or seniors live, 

and offers fire prevention tips.  Does your local county Fire and Rescue offer a similar 

program?  Call them to find out.
